Venue Requirements
The performance is best suited in small studio style theatres

The audience should be end on to the performance area. Audience at the sides is not suitable





The audience should be raked

A performance area of 4meters x 4 meters is required with black masking at the back and sides 

Maximum recommended capacity is 150




The venue should have lighting and sound facilities





The venue MUST be able to achieve blackout

Set Details


Small contained set
If the stage does not have a black floor, a 4meter x 4meter black floor cloth will be used (gaffer taped to stage surface)





For international venues, the set will be freighted in three timber crates:





Crate 1 - 135cms x 90cms x 16cms 

Crate 2 - 51cms x 48cms x 38cms

Crate 3 - 183cms x 77cms x 23cms
Total weight 114kgs

Crates are a two person lift
Sound Requirements
Standard end on sound system required with left and right speakers preferably on stands at stage level


Monitor speaker up stage centre behind set


Playback from toured apple mac computer


Mini jack connection to stereo channels on sound desk required

Lapel  radio microphone to be supplied by the venue
Lighting
A programmable lighting desk is preferred, however the show can be run from sub masters

General lighting plan and plot attached

All lamps should be 45 degree angle to the performance area

All colour toured


Pre rigging of the lighting rig is preferred. Please advise if this is not possible


A 13amp power supply is required at the set on floor level for on set practicals (switched locally by performer)


All toured equipment runs on 240volt supply

Mirror ball suspended above the set/audience

Operation:
Both lighting and sound will be operated by the touring Production manager

The control position must be located with a good view of the stage, preferably at the rear of the auditorium.

Lighting and Sound must be situated together to allow for operation by one person.
